BC has the most diverse fishing of the four provinces. North of MacKenze you will experience similiar
species to the other provinces with Northern Pike, Walleye, Goldeye, Whitefish, Rainbow Trout, and Arctic
Grayling with the addition of Kokanee in the Williston Reservoir. South of MacKenzie the influence of the
Fraser River and access to the ocean add Salmon, Steelhead, Sturgeon, and natural occurring Trout in

streams and rivers.
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
